Probation:  Students newly enrolled at LCA are considered Probationary for a term of  60 days.  If at any time during the probationary period the Administration determines the STUDENT does not meet the behavioral or academic standard of LCA, as described in the Parent/Student Handbook, the STUDENT may be dismissed immediately.  There will be no refund of any monies paid to the date of dismissal.
